UNOFFICIAL MINUTES

DONIPHAN COUNTY COURTHOUSE, TROY, KANSAS, JULY 17, 2023
The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the office of the Doniphan County Commission, Troy, Kansas, at 8:30 A.M. with Second District County Commissioner Wayne Grable, Chairman, calling the meeting to order. First District County Commissioner Timothy D. Collins, Third District County Commissioner Bobby Hall and County Clerk Peggy Franken present. County Attorney Charles D. Baskins was present for a portion of the meeting.
The Kansas Chief Reporter Melanie Davis observed the entire meeting. Aging Director Diana Crouse-Johnson, Road Office Manager Lindsay Norris, Mari Ann Parker, Mary Lou Glenn, Sharon Ellerman, Robert Ellerman, Katrina Ringer with the Kansas Historic Preservation Office and Iowa Tribe Members Tim Rhodd, Chairman, Lance Foster, Vice-Chairman, Vernon Rhodd, Maintenance Supervisor and Tony Fee were present for a portion of the meeting.
Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve meeting agenda as presented. Commissioner Grable seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

Commissioner Hall made a motion to approve County Commission minutes of July 10, 2023 regular meeting as written. Commissioner Collins seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

Commissioner Hall made a motion to approve manual warrant for the period of July 14, 2023 as presented.  Commissioner Collins seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.

The Jerry K. Dubach Doniphan County Law Enforcement Center currently houses 12 local inmates.
Aging Director Diana Crouse-Johnson presented the County Commission with sealed bids for removal and installation of five 2’x4’ led lights at the Elwood Leisure Hour Senior Citizens Center. Bids were opened and read aloud as follows:

Chairman Grable after review of specifications and bids as presented, broke the tie by lot by flipping a coin, with Smith Plumbing & Small Repair winning the coin toss. Commissioner Hall made a motion to accept the bid of Smith Plumbing and Small Repair in the amount of $825.00. Commissioner Grable seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

The Board of County Commissioners were in receipt of correspondence from Kansas Department of Health and Environment regarding public hearing notice for reissuance of Highland City domestic wastewater permit.

County Clerk Peggy Franken notified the Board of County Commission of existing 1% sales tax receipts in the amount of $54,417.96 and dedicated 1% EMS sales tax $88,509.85.
Commissioner Hall made a motion, pursuant to K.S.A. 19-101, to rescind Doniphan County Resolution 2008-04 and Resolution 2014-11, resolutions pertaining to the hard surfacing of county roadways. Commissioner Grable seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.
Road Office Manager Lindsay Norris presented the County Commission with rental options for mini excavator from Equipment Share. No action was taken pending view of road projects list from Road Foremen Representative Sean Price.
Commissioner Hall made a motion to approve the purchase of road signs from National Sign Company in the amount of $504.20. Commissioner Collins seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.
Commissioner Hall made a motion to approve the purchase of sign posts and hardware from J&A Traffic Products in the amount of $1,655.00. Commissioner Collins seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve repair work to 2012 Freightliner (#4) in First Road District by Mission Creek, LLC in the amount of $3,260.11. Commissioner Hall seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

Commissioner Grable informed the Board Mayday Trucking Services will be assessing the 2020 Peterbilt (#206) for electrical issues, with associated costs to be determined.
Commissioner Hall made a motion to approve routine service maintenance on 2020 John Deere motor grader (#202). Commissioner Grable seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.
Commissioner Hall also told the County Board a 36”x30’ entrance tube would be supplied by the County for new entrance at 1123 Treece Road, with property owner to install and tie into adjoining property entrance tube. 
Commissioner Collins made a motion to have diagnostic tests run on 2013 Chevrolet pickup truck (#108) by Reed Chevrolet. Commissioner Hall seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.

At 9:12 A.M. Commissioner Hall made a motion to recess into executive session for the purpose of discussing and protecting the interest of non-elect Kitchen personnel, with the meeting to be called back to order in the office of the Doniphan County Commission at 9:22 A.M. Commissioner Grable seconded the motion. Motion Carried 3-0. County Attorney, County Clerk and Aging Director remained.

Doniphan County Certified Local Government (CLG) and Historical Society Members Mari Ann Parker, Mary Lou Glenn, Sharon Ellerman and Robert Ellerman, along with Katrina Ringler, Cultural Resources Director for Kansas State Historical Society, met with the Board of County Commissioners to discuss the history of the Certified Local Government program in Doniphan County. A program designed to promote preservation of prehistoric and historic sites, structures, objects, buildings and historic districts. Doniphan County is one of two counties in the State to be designated as a Certified Local Government, with the designation made September 16, 1997. Mrs. Parker said there is a renewed effort to revitalize the Certified Local Government committee in Doniphan County.
Tim Rhodd, Chairman of Iowa Tribe of Kansas and Nebraska, along with Tribal Members Vice-Chair Lance Foster, Maintenance Supervisor Vernon Rhodd and Tony Fee appeared before the Board of County Commissioners to discuss maintenance of county roadways near Tribal land. Chairman Rhodd told the County Commission Herzog Contracting Corporation plans to begin asphalting three miles of 315th Road (currently chip sealed) with a 3” asphalt overlay in the next 2-4 weeks, along with other roads within the Tribe. The portion of 315th Road to be overlaid would also be striped and have shoulder work completed. Doniphan County Commissioners thanked members of the Iowa Tribe for their assistance with overlaying the roadway. The Board previously agreed to pay $25,000.00 towards the project.

Bank stabilization project on 325th Road, in Section 7 Township 1 Range 19E, previously approved by the Department of Army U.S. Corps of Engineers nationwide permit (NWP) 13 for work which includes the placement of rock for bank protection purposes involving placement of fill material along and within approximately 125 linear feet of Squaw (Nolands) Creek was discussed. Doniphan County and the Iowa Tribe will work together, with Doniphan County hauling rip rap and dirt and the Iowa Tribe providing equipment and labor. Commissioner Collins will meet with Tribal Maintenance Supervisor Vernon Rhodd to finalize details prior to the Board of County Commissioners taking action.
Discussion was held between the Iowa Tribe of Kansas and Nebraska Representatives and Doniphan County Commission regarding future maintenance of 325th and 330th Roads being turned over and placed on the Iowa Tribe of Kansas and Nebraska inventory.  Commissioner Hall made a motion to grant County Attorney Charles D. Baskins the authority to begin the process of turning portions of 325th Road from the corporate limits of White Cloud to Tumbleweed Road and 330th Road from Tumbleweed Road to Kansas Highway 7 over to the Iowa Tribe of Kansas and Nebraska. Commissioner Collins seconded the motion. Motion carried 3-0.
Chairman Tim Rhodd told the Board of County Commission the Iowa Tribe of Kansas and Nebraska has some funding opportunities available to benefit the City of White Cloud by way of revitalization. Discussion was held in regard to the Iowa Tribe of Kansas and Nebraska assuming responsibility of the City of White Cloud and possible annexation into Tribal ground. County Attorney Baskins will research the requirements and legalities of annexation into Tribal ground and follow up with the Board of County Commissioners and Chairman Rhodd. 

There being no further business before the Board, Commissioner Grable made a motion to adjourn at 10:31 A.M. Commissioner Hall seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3-0.
